 31st Sunday of Ordinary Time 
 

     The central message of todayôs readings is the most 
fundamental principle of all religions, especially Christiani-
ty. God Himself tells us that we are created to love God in 
loving others and to love others in loving God. In other 
words, we are to love God living in others. Our prayers, 
Bible reading, Sacraments, sacrifices and all other reli-
gious practices are meant to help us grow in this relation-
ship of love which He initiates with us and we, by His 
grace, accept. 
  
     The first reading presents Moses explaining the Law to 
the Israelites after his return from Mount Sinai. He tries to 
make the people reverence and obey the Law as some-
thing that will bring them dignity and purpose, stature and 
distinction and a unique place in history. He reminds us to 
love God by keeping His commandments. In todayôs          
Gospel a Scribe asks Jesus to summarize the most im-
portant of the Mosaic Laws in one sentence. Jesus says 
that true religion is loving God and loving our fellow     
human beings at the same time, which means the only 
way a person can demonstrate real love of God is by 
showing genuine, active love for his neighbor. That is to 
say, You shall love your neighbor as yourself. Many, if 
not most of us, do not love ourselves very much. Our feel-
ings are echoed in the title of two books by John Powell: 
Why Am I Afraid to Tell You Who I Am? and Will the Real 
Me Stand Up? We go to great lengths to hide our inade-
quacies, our weaknesses. We spend a lot of money on  
houses, cars, clothes, cosmetics, dining outé Image is 
all. We need status symbols to prove we are "someone".  
Self-acceptance means that I fully acknowledge both my 
strengths and weaknesses. This requires total self-
acceptance and integrity, wholeness. In general, the  
characteristics of a good neighbor are about forming a 
sense of helpful community. Good neighbors are typically 
friendly and outgoing people who easily include those who 
live near them within their inner circle.
