You most ardently in Heaven. 

On the 10 Hail Mary beads say the following: 

O Jesus, hear our prayers for the sake of the tears of your most holy Mother. 

Conclude with 

O Jesus, look upon the tears of her who loved You most on earth and loves  

You most ardently in Heaven.  (three times) 

Let Us Pray 

O Mary, Mother of love, sorrow and mercy, we beg you to unite your prayers with our so that Jesus, 

your Divine Son, to Whom we turn may hear our petitions in the name of your maternal tears and 

grant us in addition to the favors we ask now, the crown of everlasting life.
