The first thing is that Jesus 
came with good news. The good news 
must not be limited to spiritual blessings 
only. The poor are all the wounded and 
little ones; the blind, the oppressed, the 
captives, and all those who are waiting for 
liberator. The message for them is one of 
hope, of healing and of liberation. Jesus’ 
mission is still to give liberation to everyone 
who will listen to his “Good News,” accept it 
and put it into practice.
