15th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Today’s gospel Jesus says that good soil
yields a hundred, sixty or thirty fold. He wants
us to give us the certainty that His Word, if it
is accepted, loved and lived, vyields
extraordinary, unpredictable fruit. The Lord
can give us much more than we dare
imagine or hope for. The only condition is
that we open our hearts to Him; are open
generous and available to him. It brings me
to another significant point in this parable. In
this story, the sower doesn’t change. The
seed doesn’t change. What changes is the
soil. What changes is the environment, that
lets the seed bear fruit. A disciple can only
sow the seed, but he has no power to make
the seed grow. Only God can do it. Let us
ask for the grace to be good soil; to free
ourselves from the thorns and stones that
choke the Word in our hearts; and the spirit
of the Lord will make His immense blessings
sprout in us and around us.
