12th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Jeremiah’s life is a perennial source of
inspiration for all those who have any desire
to live for God or to all who wish to dedicate
their lives for a just cause. Obviously
Jeremiah has to pay a very heavy price in
order to carry out the mission that was
entrusted to him. He was vehemently
opposed, persecuted and rejected by all.
Jeremiah watched how his friends turned into
being his enemies. He cried out in pains: “All
those who used to be my friends watched for
my downfall”. He was deeply convinced that
since God was on his side, no enemy could
defeat him. Jeremiah was confident in God’s
protective care and so he said, “the Lord is
with me like a mighty champion”. The story of
fearless Jeremiah is a reminder of the story
of Emperor Caesar. When the famous
Emperor Caesar was warned to be
conscious of his personal security and to
always carry his weapon of self-defense, he
answered, “He who lives in the fear of death,
every moment feels its tortures, | will die but
once.” More importantly, these words of
assurance from the scriptures are a booster
to our courage, “Be strong and courageous.
Do not be afraid or terrified because of them,
for the Lord your God goes with you; he will
never leave you or forsake you”
