First Sunday of Advent

We begin this Sunday the Season of
Advent. Once again, we hear the words of
warning from the Lord: Keep watch! “You
also must be prepared, for at an hour you
do not expect, the Son of Man will come.”
Life is a journey. As in any journey, we
need to have focus on the road we are
taking and on the destination we are
heading. In driving, we are always warned
of the dangers of having no focus. As we
travel the road of life, we take care not to
get distracted. We have to focus on the
road and towards our destination: eternal
union with God. Otherwise, we will get lost
— for eternity! This present world is in great
danger, very much similar to that in Noah’s
time, due to man’s excessive and
obsessive preoccupation in worldly affairs.
We become totally absorbed in personal
and selfish interests and concerns,
unmindful of the others. It limits our vision
only to this world and we lose sight of
heaven and eternity. Hence, the prophet
Isaiah invites us, “Come, let us climb the
Lord’s mountain” If we want peace, let us
fix our focus on God, first and foremost. We
are now in the Season of Advent, precisely
to prepare for Christmas. Let us silence our
hearts, calm our bodies and minds and
relax our spirits so that we can focus, not
on the things that we pass by, no matter
how attractive and enticing they are, but on
the road before us that leads to true
happiness and eternal salvation. A life
totally focused on God is the best way to
be watchful and ready for the Lord’s
coming.

First week of Advent Reflections

November 28, Monday

The Centurion declares himself unworthy even to entertain Jesus in his house. The Centuri-
on says, ‘Il am not worthy”. This means that he considers Jesus a highly superior per-
son. Today’s gospel is a mirror of our faith: “Lord, | am not worthy, but only say the word
and soul shall be healed”. Divinity and humanity get bridged by faith. It is our faith that
makes us reach out to Jesus.

November 29, Tuesday
The seventy-two disciples that Jesus had sent out to prepare the way for Him return full of
joy. Here we witness the birth of new community of those who — transformed by the Word of
God — prepare the way for the Master and live moments of communion and hope. Jesus al-
so rejoices for each of us when we realize that we are called to bear witness to Him in sim-
plicity.

November 30, Wednesday

The Gospel passage of Matthew presents to us the vocation story of the first four disciples.
Jesus challenges, and they drop everything to follow him. They follow Jesus in complete
trust, unaware of where he is leading them. What is important is our inner disposition and
attitude to surrender totally Him.

December 1, Thursday
The foundation of a solid Christian life is doing the will of God. Such a person is wise and
lives according to the gospel values of love, freedom, peace and compassion. On the other
hand, the one who fails to carry out God’s will build his life on a weak foundation of worldly
values and is sure to perish when faced with tribulations of life.

December 2, Friday

In today’s gospel two blind men approach Jesus to be healed of their blindness. Despite
their physical blindness, they believe that Jesus has the power to heal them. How strong is
my faith in Jesus, who is able to bring me healing from all that blinds me and binds me?

December 3, Saturday
The great missionary, St. Francis Xavier, had a firsthand experience of the stark reality that,
“the harvest is plenty, but the laborers are few”. Armed with his faith, trust in divine provi-
dence and zeal of souls, he proclaimed the good news to hundreds of thousands of people
in the Eastern nations. Am | willing, like the disciples and St. Francis Xavier, to be sent out
to be an evangelizer and proclaim the good news?
